Requirements for Habitat family Partners

Qualifications / Application Process

The Applicant family must have lived in the Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Inc. catchment area (Simcoe County) for at least two years in order to be eligible for consideration as a Family Partner.

The Applicant family's total annual income from all sources must not exceed the applicable poverty line as established by Statistics Canada for the resident community at the time of ownership transfer to the partnering family.

The Applicant family must agree to mandatory credit and reference checks.

Applicants under consideration will be interviewed by Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Family Selection members.  The initial interview is usually by telephone.  If subsequent interviews are required, they will be conducted in the applicants' home.

Habitat Partnership Application Forms must be submitted to Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Inc. at 128 Brock Street, Barrie or through other locations as designated by the Board.  Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Inc. will not be responsible for any applications lost, delayed, misplaced, stolen, or destroyed.

Sweat Equity

The Habitat Partnering family must put in a minimum of 500 hours "sweat equity" for a two-parent family (400 hours for a single-parent family). Sweat equity is unpaid work, performed by / for the family.

Sweat equity can be worked either in construction or at Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Inc.'s office or in the Habitat-Huronia ReStore.  Other work in the community deemed acceptable by the Board also counts towards sweat equity. A partnering families' children under 16 years of age are encouraged to volunteer in Habitat duties off the construction site, with each hour volunteered counting as 1/2 hour of sweat equity.  No one under the age of 16 is permitted on the construction site.

For two-parent families a maximum of 100 equity hours can be contributed by persons outside of the partnering family members who will be occupying the Habitat house, with the maximum outside contribution increased to 200 hours for single-parent families.

The requirements for sweat equity may be varied by the Board of Directors under exceptional circumstances including, but not limited to, the ability of applicants to participate in Habitat activities and the availability of Habitat construction or renovation projects in which applicants may be involved.  Variances of this type will not reduce the total sweat equity requirements.

Down payment

The Habitat Partnering Family must commit to making a down payment of $500.00, which must be paid in full before taking occupancy of their house.

Mandatory Counselling

The Habitat Partnering Family must obtain mandatory budget counselling that is approved by the Habitat for Humanity - Huronia Inc. Board of Directors as suitable, with the applicable hours counting towards the Family's sweat equity hours up to a maximum of 10 hours.

Partnering families must agree to attend mandatory home maintenance courses approved by the Board as suitable, with the applicable hours counting towards their sweat equity hours up to a maximum of 10 hours.
